Plant resulting from a cross between parents that
are genetically unlike.

Impact

The effect of the project on its wider environment,
and its contribution to the wider to the project’s
overall objectives, and on the achievement of the
overarching policy objectives of the benefactor.

Impact
evaluation’

It is “a process aimed at structuring and supporting
the development of policies. It identifies and
assesses the problem at stake and the objectives
pursued. It identifies the main options for achieving
the objective and analyses their likely impacts in the
economic, environmental and social fields. It
outlines advantages and disadvantages of each
option and examines possible synergies and trade-
offs”. It assesses the changes in the well-being of
individuals that can be attributed to a particular
intervention, such as a project, program or policy.

Inputs

Input (s) is/are physical and non-physical resources
(also referred to as “means”) that are necessary to
carry out the planned activities and manage the
project. A distinction can be drawn between: human
resources and material resources.

Inter-
cropping®

When two crops of different height, canopy,
adaptation, root system and growth habit are made
to grow simultaneously in such a way that they
accommodate each other with least competition.

Mid-term
evaluation?

Evaluation which is performed towards the middle of
the period of implementation of the intervention.
This evaluation critically considers the first outputs
and results, which enables it to assess the quality of
the monitoring and implementation. Mid-term
evaluation provides feedback on interventions of
which it helps to improve the management.
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Glossary

Monitoring®

An exhaustive and regular examination of the resources,
outputs and results of public interventions. Monitoring is based
on a system of coherent information including reports, reviews,
balance sheets, indicators, etc. Monitoring system information
is obtained primarily from operators and is used essentially for
steering public interventions. When monitoring includes a
judgment, this judgment refers to the achievement of
operational objectives. Monitoring is also intended to produce
feedback and direct learning. It is generally the responsibility of
the actors charged with implementation of an intervention.

O. P. Variety

Open-pollinated variety is produced as a result of natural
pollination as opposed to hybrid seed produced as a result of
controlled pollination.

Objective

Description of the aim of a project or programme. In its generic
sense it refers to activities, results, project purpose and overall
objectives.

Programme

Generally, a series of projects with a common overall objective
including the partnership programmes with other agencies.

Results

The “products” of the activities undertaken, the combination of
which achieve the specific objective of the project, namely a
start of enjoyment of sustainable benefits for the target groups.

Seed
Replacement
Rate (SRR %0)°

Seed Replacement is a concept linked to the seed renewal
period i.e. the number of generations for which seed of a
variety can be used without significant deterioration. The SRR is
the percentage of the total seed used for a variety which must
be replaced/renewed (by certified/quality) seed every year in
order to ensure that over a period of time, entire area under
the permissible/recommended stages of multiplication.

SRR(%)=Quantity of certified/quality seed distributed(Qt.) X 100
Area of a crop(Ha) X Seed Rate(Qt per Ha)

Second
advance
estimates

The second advance estimate is made in the month of January
every year when the advance estimates of kharif crops
prepared during the National Conference of Agriculture for Rabi
Campaign may undergo a revision in the light of flow of more
precise information from the State Governments. Around this
time, the first advance estimates of rabi crops are also
prepared. The Second Advance Estimates then cover the second
assessment in respect of Kharif Crops and the first assessment
in respect of Rabi Crops.
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Secondary In the context of an evaluation, existing information, e.g.
data * statistics, monitoring data, data from previous evaluations,

publications, Research Journal...

Sources of
verification

They form the third column of the logframe and indicate where
and in what form information on the achievement of the overall
Objectives, the specific objective and the results can be found
(described by the objectively verifiable indicators).

Stakeholder

Any individuals, groups of people, institutions or firms that may
have a relationship with the project are defined as stakeholders.
They may — directly or indirectly, positively or negatively —
affect or be affected by the process and the outcomes of
projects or programmes. Usually, different subgroups have to
be considered.

Synergy *

The fact that several public interventions (or several
components of an intervention) together produce an impact
which is greater than the sum of the impacts they would
produce alone (e.g. an intervention which finances the
extension of an airport which, in turn, helps to fill tourist
facilities, also financed by the intervention). Synergy generally
refers to positive impacts. However, phenomena which reinforce
negative effects, negative synergy or anti-synergy may also be
referred to (e.g. an intervention subsidizes the diversification of
enterprises while a regional policy helps to strengthen the
dominant activity).
